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The lecture will address three main issues:

1. the definition of spectacle, of “performance arts” (how can we translate

properly the expression “spectacle vivant”?). It seems possible to oppose
performance art (which requires presence) not only to recording but to live
spectacle (what Philip Auslander called liveness), which implies mediation.

2. the different reconfigurations of the critical landscape concerning the

spectacle: the logocentric step, the performative turn, the “visual turn.”

3. the question of whether the third phase would be the one designated by

Rosalind Krauss with the label imagism. Imagism supposes that visual aspects of the
performance are the most important, especially within the hypermediatic context.
